How long is the program?

All SIT Post-Baccalaureate Certificate programs are one semester

in length and take approximately 15 weeks to complete. Studerits
may apply {o stay in the country for a second semester and may
opt to remain in their placement or continue their research if they

are interested in an academic year program, and if they are eligible . - are acoepted may do o for an additional $3,000 plus room and

board with continued support and guidance from SIT.

Programs miay be taken on a nén-credit basrs however,
students may opt to earn 3-6 credits which can be applied
to SIT Graduate Institute pregrams and may be transferred to
other graduate programs at the institution’s discretion. Both the

during the term and successful compietion of the online 2-3 day
" Global Symposium.

What are the eligibility requirements?

To be eligible to apply, students must have earned a BAor BS
degree and participated in a study abroad program or have other
significant international experience. For the Research-Focused
Field Practicum, siudents must have successfully completed
undergraduate coursework in research methoads. Studernits in the
Chile program are expected to have three years of college-level
Spanish or the equivalent. Students do not need prior language
instruction to apply to any of the cther certificate programs.
